Placement and section seating in the orchestra are by audition and outstanding students are
accepted from primary school through high school. An average of 30 Sunset students
annually are accepted by audition into the Nevada All State Orchestra, which is comprised
of the highest calibre musicians from high schools in the State of Nevada. Many students
have gone on to highly recognized colleges, universities and music conservatories through
scholarships, and into professional and teaching careers. More than ten students who
graduated in June 1985 were awarded full music scholarships to various colleges.
